The Hike:
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The Johnny Reb Trail is 4-miles long if the hike is begun at the Visitor Center. We will
begin the hike from the parking area west of the Soldiers’ National Cemetery. Therefore
the hike should be a little under 4 miles. However, we will make several stops along the
trail so we have estimated that the hike will take 4 hours. The observation tower on
Culps Hill will be one major stop. Rodes’ Division Sharpshooters, CSA are scheduled to
be encamped at Spangler’s Spring the day of our hike between 9AM and 2PM and this
will be another major stop. The terrain is mostly rolling hills and the trail is along the
roadside with short segments that cross fields or diverge through the woods. Please be
sure that you are in good physical condition prior to attempting the hike.
